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Determining the Length of Your Slide-Show

The first step to a successful slide-show is to set a rough idea of how many pictures you intend
to have and to decide ahead of time which songs you are going to choose to achieve the cor-
rect length production. Each picture is generally on the screen for 7 seconds. If your song se-
lection is 2:45 minutes in length (165 seconds) then roughly 23 (165+7=23) photos will be
needed for that particular song. Photo on screen display time can be adjusted to fit to the
song of your choice. Due to copyright laws, you must own and supply the original CD of the
music. All CDs will be returned to you at the end of the project. If you do not wish to supply
your own music, you may use our selection of royalty free music.

Preparing Photographs

A good rule of thumb is to decide what photos you would like in your slide-show ahead of time.
The example below is taken from a wedding slideshow

Bride & Groom Cutting Cake |The Bride Cuts The Cake Approx. 9 photos (The song
(1:03) can fade out earlier if 9 photos
are not available.

Selecting Your Photographs

© Make sure the photos you select are in good condition.

@ TV screens are wider than tall, so horizontal pictures fit naturally to the size of a television
screen. Vertical pictures may have to be cropped or have black or white bars on each side
to fill the screen

Photographs need to be removed from any frames. Photos will be accepted in slide in/out
photo pages.

Digital copies of your photos (Photo CD, digital camera, scanned images) are also ac-
cepted, please number them as to the order they should appear in your slideshow, e.g.
001, 078, 105 etc.

Organizing Photographs/Documents

Take an envelope and mark it with the song name, and the order it appears in the slideshow.
If you would like your photos to appear in a specific order, please mark the back of the photos
in order number, e.g. 001, 078, 105 etc. If you're using a pencil please don’t press too hard
since it may leave an impression that can be seen on the front of the photo. For digital photos
please use the project planner
